Playground Redevelopment

After three long, hard years of negotiation, we 
are delighted to announce that Fircroft School are 
going to build a longed for adventure play area to replace the small planter maze outside the 
Infantj Hall. The work will commence during Half Term and should be completed a fortnight or 
so after, so there may be some disruption. The project has had the support and assistance of 
the board of governors, the school and Wandsworth Council as well as the constant driving force 
over the last three years of Kate Boulting and Melanie Griffiths. So far the Council have 
provided £10,000 towards the project, the school have given £4,000 (when originally only 
£2,000 was going to be available, thank you Fircroft!) and the Christmas tree sale raised a 
further £500. We still need to raise a minimum of £1,500 although £2,000 would add planters 
around the area as well as seating. In the coming weeks, the PTA will be focusing on raising 
money exclusively for this project. You will see a thermometer-style sign in the playground 
showing how we are progressing towards raising the last £2,000.
